Basic FBA to BIP
Functional Behavior Assessment Assignment
Assignment Description & Steps: 
1. Identify a student with recurring problem behavior. Characteristics of good candidates for this assignments are:

a. a student with mild to moderate problem behaviors that are not dangerous

b. a student who is not likely to be moving in the near future

c. a student who engages in outward, disruptive behavior (as opposed to just shutting down and refusing to work by putting head down)

d. a student who you are likely to be able to get permission for

2. Obtain parental permission to conduct an FBA with the student. Here is a sample consent form or you may use an existing consent if it sufficiently provides permission to conduct an FBA.
a. Remove all names and identifying information from the assignment

3. Conduct a Records Review related to student behavior by completing the Records Review form provided on course website.

4. Conduct an FBA Interview (use FACTS interview form) with the student’s primary teacher, assuming that is the teacher that most frequently observes the problem behavior.

a. Complete the FBA Interview Coaching Checklist as a self-assessment of how well you did completing the FBA Interview. 

5. Conduct an FBA Observation using the ABC Recording form.
6. Summarize your FBA Results by completing the Summary of Behavior form If you didn’t have your participating teacher complete the ABC Tracker you can leave that row blank. If you completed additional assessments (e.g. additional FBA Interview w/ student or staff, additional FBA Observation) you can include that on the form as well. 

a. Complete the FBA Observation Coaching Checklist as a self-assessment of how well you did completing the FBA Observation & FBA Summary. 

7. Write a 2-page reaction paper, answering the following prompts: 
a. Briefly describe how your FBA and data collection process went 

i. What went well?

ii. What would you have done differently in your assessment?

iii. What further information would you like to collect previous to developing a Behavior Plan, if any?

b. How and/or why did you decide on your final Summary of Behavior & Function – what data influenced you the most in coming to your final Summary of Behavior?

b. copy of the Permission form (with student and parent’s name crossed out)
